AIMS OF THE COURSE
This seminar aims to familiarize students with approaches in historical ecology of hunter-gatherers and small-scale societies.  In particular, it aims to re-evaluate the advantages, as well as limitations, of small-scale societies for the long-term sustainability of human societies and to make constructive suggestions for the future.  To achieve this goal, the seminar starts with a theoretical discussion of historical ecology and with a review of key concepts, such as sustainability and resilience.  The second half of the seminar is devoted to discuss case studies from Japan, East Asia and the North Pacific Rim region, including California, Nevada, the Northwest Coast and Alaska.
CLASS FORMAT
Weekly readings will be assigned on thematic topics.  At each class meeting, the instructor will give a short lecture, which will be followed by class discussion on the assigned readings.  It is expected that all students (including the ones who are auditing the class) complete the readings before each class.

TERM PAPER
Students may choose any topic as long as it concerns the archaeology and historical ecology of hunter-gatherers and small-scale societies.  Students are encouraged to consult the instructor regarding the ways to define a paper topic.  

a) Term Paper Outline (10%)

A 2-3 page outline, which includes a summary of the topic, its significance, and a list of references, is due on April 1.  The outline has to be written in an essay form, not in a point form.

b) Term Paper Presentation (10%)

A formal in-class presentation of the term paper (approximately 20-30 min.) is scheduled in late April.  The presentation should include a summary of the problem and the theoretical and methodological approaches you will take when writing your term paper.  Prepare a handout (which will be part of the mark).

c) Term Paper (40 %)

The final paper (approximately 10-15 pages; excluding references and diagrams) is due on May 11. 

NOTE: All assignments and the term paper must be double-spaced and clearly typed.  Submit a hard copy (not e-mail), and ensure to keep a xerox copy for yourself.
