AIMS OF THE COURSE　
Anthropology 2 is an introduction to the goals, methods and theoretical concepts of archaeology. As an exciting sub-field of anthropology, archaeology is broadly concerned with the study of material culture, from which we can generate interpretations about past humans and their societies.  However, archaeology is not concerned only about the past.  Because the ownership of archaeological remains and implications of archaeological interpretations are highly contested by multiple stakeholders, archaeology is inseparable from the political and economic contexts of contemporary societies.  Its ability to examine long-term changes in human-environmental interaction (changes that span hundreds to tens of thousands of years) is important when thinking about future sustainability of human societies.  
The monumental challenge of archaeology is to understand past peoples and societies using a fragmentary, but nonetheless complex, data base - artifacts, macro and micro faunal and floral remains, features, sites etc.   Because of the nature of archaeological data, interdisciplinary collaborations with biologists, chemists and other hard scientists are indispensable.  
Topics discussed in this class include 1) goals and relevance of archaeology in contemporary society, 2) history of archaeological thought, 3) research design and methods of data acquisition, 4) environment, subsistence and settlements, 5) technology, interaction and cognition, and 6) generating interpretations and explanations about the past and their relevance in contemporary and future societies.  Case studies of survey, excavation and analytical techniques will be presented that focus on recent or ongoing studies of archaeological sites in North America and other parts of the world.
